I was born in Rappang-South Sulawesi on Sunday, March 18, 1979, at 08.00 am. I had lived in Rappang since I was born until one year after I had finished my study in Senior High School in 1997. I remember when I was still about 5 years old. I often accompanied my mother when she went to somewhere because at the time I had not gone to any school. Actually at the time, a child who is still 4 years old can be registered to be a pupil in kindergarten. But the government had not made kindergarten school compulsory for citizen’s child. So that, my parents decided not to register me to be a pupil of kindergarten school and planned to registhered me to be a pupil in elementary school when I was six years old. Once upon a time my mother and I went to Palu-Central Sulawesi. I had many families who lived there at the time. I did not know exactly, what my mother’s purpose to go there. We went to Palu by bus, and we spent three days and three nights. I remember that at the time I saw that the road was being repaired. Before we arrived in Palu, we had run out of food and drink we had brought for the journey. At the time, I was hungry and thirsty, but there was no food sold around the road we passed. Suddenly, I saw a worker who was burning some corn. But we could not ask it even we ask for buying because it was just for the workers who were reparing the road we passed. We were just patient waiting until we reached the destination city. 
When my mother and I arrived in Palu, my mother decided to stay firstly at my cousin’s house whose name is Patimah. At the time, she had had two sons. Her first son was about five years old and the second was about three years old. They had some puppets because they liked to play with puppets even though they are little boys. I was very happy on the first day staying there because I could play with puppets. Actually in my village, I often went to my neighbord to play with puppets and I knew my mother wanted to buy puppets for me. But she never bought any toys for me because we were poor family. My father was only a farmer who only owned and managed a nerrow farm and he only non permanent officer in agricultur office department. Furthermore, my mother was only a housewife-she did not have any job. My parents only attempted to fulfill our primary necessity rather than buying something else like toy or puppet. So that before leaving the house, my mother tried to ask one of the puppets for me. Then, my cousin gave me one of them. It could not be immagined how happy I was at the day. The puppet was just like one month old baby.
When I backed to my village with my mother, I brought the puppet to my home. I loved it very much. I always brought it when I went my neighbord’s house to play with some children. I often asked my friends to make a camp on a field. We got into the camp while bringing puppets and toy for cooking. Then, I made a hole on my puppet lips. After that, I put a leaf had been cut into very small parts into my puppet head through its lips. Then, I let the very small cutting leaf in my puppet’s head for some days. Some days later, I found that there were some caterpillars in my puppet’s head.

20.  Teaching Material:
(1) Material for Presentation
Definition:

e. The following paragraphs are the lecturer’s impressive daily actvities.
I remember my impressive daily actvities when I was still taking undergraduate study in Tadulako University. I began my study on the first of September 1999. Actually, I had finished my study in Senior High School in Rappang village South Sulawesi in 1997. I continued to live in Rappang one year later without any job or being on unemployment. Then, I went to Palu in 1998 and stayed in my brother’s house. At the time I was still being on unemployment. On January, 1999, I asked my brother to tell me the way how to register for being a student in Tadulako University. Then, he told me the way and I did it. Actually, before I was being a student in Tadulako University, my daily activity was different from when I had been a student. Therefore, I would like to tell you my daily activity from the beginning of my coming to Palu in 1998. 
I went to Palu for the second time in 1998 because my brother asked me to stay in his house to accompany his wife when he went to somewhere, such as when he went to his office or out side of the city. I woke up  at about 05.00 am then I took early morning prayer. As soon as I finished taking the prayer, I washed the dishes. When the sun began to emerge at about 06.00 am, I swept the yard in front of my brother’s house and the backyard. After sweeping the yard, I took a bath. After taking a bath, I washed my clothes I was taking breakfast. After taking breakfast, I helped my sister in law cook in the kitchen. Then, my sister in law and I watched TV. When the time for midday was coming, I took ritual ablution then did midday prayer. After that, I took a nap or light sleep. By afternoon prayer, I woke up then took ritual ablution and then did afternoon prayer. Then I watched TV while I was stuying to prepare myself to be a student in Tadulako University, and while I was waiting for the sunset prayer. Then, I did sunset prayer, then watched TV while studying and then had evening prayer, then got dinner, then watched TV while studying. Then, about 09.00 pm or 10.00 pm I slept until 03.30 am or 04.00 am. I often tried to get up an hour or an hour and a half before dawn prayer or one third of night at last to do tahajjud prayer because I know that at the time Allah SWT opens a very big opportunity for human to ask for anything that she/he wants.       
My daily activity had changed since my niece had been born because the doctor performed cesarean section on the stomach of my sister in law to made her give birth to her daughter. It was difficult for her to give birth normally because her pelvis is narrow. The baby’s head could not pass through the pelvis to come out of its mother’s body. Actually, the doctors and she tried to make her give birth normally. But when she tried to give birth normally, the baby’s head stop in the middle of her mother’s pelvis in about 5 minutes and it was difficult for her mother to make it pass through the pelvis and to come out of her body. Because of the operation, the doctor forbad her to do heavy-duty such as washing clothes and lift heavy-things. She was forbidden to move her body very much because it would make the stitches on her skin of her stomach would be wounded. Because of my sister in law’s condition, I had to do much housework in my brother’s house. Every day during one week in the hospital, I had to wash the clothes of the baby and my sister in law. Actually, I had been forbidden by one of the officers in the hospital to wash the clothes in the hospital instead of washing them at home. But there was no one at my brother’s house who could wash the clothes. My brother could not take the clothes to his home to be washed by him because he was busy at his office. I could not take the clothes also to his house because there was no one who could take care my sister in law in the hospital. My sister in law, my niece and I stayed in the hospital in one week. After one week in the hospital, we left it and began to live at home like the days before.  
After we backed home from the hospital, my daily activity changed 180 degree. I had to do all my sister in law’s duties. Not only I still had to do my duties like before my niece was born, but also my sister in law’s duties were a must for me. I did the duties during three months. After three months later, my brother’s wife began to do some activities like before her daughter was born. In about April 1999, I asked my brother to tell the way to register for being a student in Tadulako University (“Would you like to tell me the way to be a student in UNTAD?”). After that I tried to do all of my brother’s commends. In July 1999, I saw the announcement in the newspaper that I passed the test to be a student in the university I chose. 
I finished my undergraduate study in March 2004. Actually I had been a non permanent officer in Language Centre of Tadulako University since I was in the eight semester of my undergraduate study (February, 2003). After I had finished my undergraduate study and had the S.Pd title, I was given lisence to teach as a non permanent lecturer who taught General English (English I) and ESP (English II) for non English Department students in some faculties in Tadulako University.    
  Before I became a permanent lecturer in English Department in Tadulako University, I had ever experienced a miraculous event. One day in my office (Self Access Centre), I saw my friend who had the same job with mine, received a letter. As soon as she received it, I came near her to ask her about its content. She said that she was asked to go to BAAK office to fill a biography form for non permanent lecturer to be promoted as permanent lecturer (to take the test to be a candidate of civil servant). After she read the letter and told me its content, immediately she went to BAAK office.

Appendix 6 Field Note

The first meeting, Thursday, October 02, 2014 at 10.00 – 11.40 a.m. in PGSD room. 
In this meeting, it was difficult to find class for learning. Therefore, we just used the PGSD room that was available at the time. It was hard to find class for learning at the time because some of the classes that were available at the time were being repaired. 
Because it was difficult for the students to get a room that was comfortable for studying, and it took times to find out the room, the lesson began on the last 30 minutes before the time for lesson ended.

After the chairman had found the room for studying, as soon as all of the students got into the room. Actually, the room was small and the seats were not enough based on the number of the students. So that, they preferred sitting on the floor to sitting on the chairs.
The lesson on this meeting was only aimed to introduce the students how I would conduct my study on their class.  
The second meeting, Thursday, October 09, 2014, at 10.00 – 11.40 am in 402.
At the beginning of the class I asked firstly what the students had learnt in Speaking I on semester before (semester II). Some of them (about 3 students) told her that they had learnt about conversation, giving opinion, asking for information to someone, like and dislike, introducing self, introducing other people, expression about …., management talk, making communication work, saying goodbye, permission action, asking for repetition, answering telephone. After that, I explained the definition of childhood, the goal and the objectives of the lesson on that day. Then, I told my impressive childhood experiences in 10 minutes. Then, I asked the students to ask me what was unclear for them related to my experiences that I had told to them.  One student (Ria) asked me “How long have you been in Palu?” Euv: “How many siblings you have?” Nur:” Are you married?” It seemed that many students did not understand and were not interested to my experiences that I had told. May be because I told the experiences very fast and there was no written form. Only one who had question that was related to my experiences.
Then, I decided who worked with whom: Ros (009) and Wan (010), Sri (006=moderate extroverted) and Fan (008), Nur (007) and Euv (014=moderate extroverted), Hr (022=low introverted) and Nurf (023=low extroverted), umr (013=low extroverted) and Risk (015) and Suk (039=low extroverted), Meg (034) and Har (035=low extroverted), Fat (011) and Pir (012), Rosn (017) and Nuru (021=low introverted), Okt (005=low introverted), Jou (004) and Rik (016), Sum (029=low introverted) and Kar (033=moderate introverted), Mar (024=low extroverted) and Ria (027), Risk (015), Ris (001=low extroverted) and Sit (033), Sri (006=moderate extroverted). Suddenly, Nurdin said “Jangan mengganggu konsentrasi.” May be he is auditory students: He can be disturbed by noisy. All of them focus on the task/activity even though for who were in the back (maybe the video recording influence the situation). The time for doing the task was 25 minutes. For the group that consisted of two members, every member had 12.5 minutes. For three members group, 25 minutes divided by three. There was one female group that consisted of 3 members and there was one male group. 
When they are doing the activity, some students asked me the English words of some the words such as “karate”, “juara berapa”, apakah kamu dapat juara”, orang tua angkat”, sudah lama saya berpisah dengannya”, “saya dapat juara satu”, and “kedengarannya menarik”.  
After they spent 25 minutes, I stopped them to do the activity. Then, I called who was ready to present/tell his or her impressive childhood experiences. All of them seemed ready to tell their experiences. All of them had impressive experiences to tell and no one among them who could not tell her/his experiences because the experiences are secret. The difficulty they got only about how to express their experiences in English. Even one of them (Nurdin, the chairman) said that he could tell his experience fluently in Indonesian, but not in English. It seemed that the students do not mind telling her impressive childhood experiences. Even, there was one student who was not feeling shy to tell her experiences when she stole her neighbor’s mango. So that, they were poor in English grammar, structure and vocabulary, not in experiences. They were lack input about grammar, structure and vocabulary they needed to tell their experiences.     
The time was not enough for all of the students to present their experiences in front of the class. So that, we finished until 01.00 p.m. I had no time to solve their problem and correct their mistakes at the end of the meeting. Finally, I decided to do them on the next meeting.  
The third meeting, Thursday, October 16, 2014, at 10.00 – 11.40 am in 402.
I did not give treatment as I had planned before based on the lesson plan. Based on my analysis from the first meeting treatment (October 09, 2014), many things did not successfully happen, such as after I told my impressive childhood experiences, only 3 students who asked me questions: 1. How long I was in Palu, 2. Whether I was married and 3. How many siblings I have. Only one of them was related to my story. It seemed that many students did not understand my story and were not interested to my story. In the practice section, when I walked around the students to see what happened to them when they were doing the task given by me. Many students asked me the English words for some Indonesian words, so when I corrected their task at my home, I found that many words were from me, they were not from students themselves. So that, it just like I corrected my own work. Furthermore, the time for the production section was not enough. So that, the lesson lasted on 01.00 pm and there was no time for solving the students difficulties during the lesson. Based on the fact above, the writer decided not to apply the lesson plan for this third meeting. I just gave explanation what I actually want and do not want and also told my impressive daily activities in Indonesian. The story told about what I did to get success in my life.  
At this third meeting, I also explained that when the time for practice was coming on the meeting before, many students asked me the English of some Indonesian words. So that, when I corrected the task at home, it seemed that I corrected my own work. Therefore, I recommended the students at the meeting not to ask me like that for next meeting. I asked them to do the task by themselves without my help firstly. I also informed them that there would be a time for explaining or correcting your mistakes or errors. 
In this meeting, I explained again deeply what IPE is actually meant by me. I told them that impressive experiences means that the experiences that they remember best. If they do not remember them best, it means that they are not their impressive experiences. Then, I asked them to choose their experiences for next meeting that have moral lesson and can be useful for other people. 
Moreover, I explained how to understand words through the context of a sentence. Then, I gave example how my daughter understand the words or sentences through the situation she saw when I spoke to her. After that, I told my impressive daily activity in Indonesian and recommended the students to listen carefully to see the English version on the next meeting. 
The fourth meeting, October 23, 2014, 401
After I called students’ name, I wrote on the board the objectives of the lesson and the definition of explain and daily activity. Then, I told the students about my impressive daily activities in English. After that, some students asked me some questions related to my story, but the questions were in Indonesian: (1) Mengapa ibu tidak langsung mendaftar kuliah begitu tammat SMA (why did not you register to be a university student as soon as you had graduated from senior high school), (2) Mengapa ibu memilih jurusan Bahasa Inggris (why did you choose English study program. (3) Siapa yang memotivasi ibu (who motivated you), (4) Apakah sudah menjadi rencana ibu untuk memilih Bahasa Inggris jauh sebelum mendaftar di perguruan tinggi (was it your plan to choose the English Study program in long time ago before you registered to be a student in a university). All of the questions were very closely related to my story and they showed that the students understood my story.
However, when I asked the students to choose their partner to discuss and share their task that had been done at home before, most of them just work by themselves. In addition, only six students (three pairs of students) who could performed the task in front of the class. It seemed that they like to work lonely. I predicted that it happened because the task was for everyone. 
Considering the condition of the students when they were doing the task, I planned something different for the next meeting. I would group them into some groups in which one group would consist of three students. I would also tell them that the score of one member would be influenced by the score of group because the total score of all members in one group would be divided by three to get group score. So that, they should help their friends in their group. 
While I was recording a pair of students presenting the task, another pair of students was recording the pair itself in presenting the task. At the same time, most of the students were doing the task. Until the time for the meeting was over, only three pairs of students could performed the task. Lastly, I asked them to finish it at their home and submitted on the next meeting in video recording and the transcription of the recording.         
The fifth meeting, October 30, 2014, 401
After I called the students’ name, I asked them to submit their task given by me last week, many of them had finished the video recording of their task and its transcription. But most of them could not submit the video recording because they had not burned into a CD. Hence, all of the video recordings were submitted on next meeting (sixth meeting). 
Likewise, I asked them what made them could not finish their task last week on the class. Precisely, after I explained more what they should do on practice section. One student answered that her friends might be still confused in which daily activities are the activities from getting up in the morning until sleeping at night, how we can relate them with impressive experiences. Then, I explained that it was right, but they had to know that someone’s daily activities when s/he was five years old were not the same with when s/he went to elementary school, junior high school and senior high school. Which period of them felt impressive for him/her should be chosen by him/her to retell in the task. 
In addition I said that I predicted them to be worried about their mistake/errors and whether the experiences they chose had moral lesson for other people or not. Then, I corrected the students’ error in their first task while motivating them to learn English by telling them example of how my daughter learns her first language.
The sixth meeting, November 06, 2014, 402
After I called students’ name, I immediately grouped the students into some groups in which there were three members for each group. However, there was one group that consisted only two female students and one group consisted only two male students. Then, I asked them to choose one of their family with whom they had impressive experience and then to describe him or her. After that, they had to tell their impressive experience with their family they had chosen. I also told them that they had to help their friends because there would be the score for group which would be taken from the total grades of all members in one group to be divided by the number of the members in the group. So, if one member had low grade in one group, her or his grade would reduce the total grade of the members in the group and also the result of the division of the total grade.    
While waiting for all groups to finish the task, I called Sitti Magfirah to come in front of me to be interviewed by me. But until the time for the subject was over, the interview had not been complete. So that, I planned to interview the students on the next meeting. To avoid time consuming, I stood in front of the class and then asked them some questions orally. After I asked them the first question, I commended them to write their answer on a piece of paper. After they finished to write their answer, I asked them the second one and then they write their answer, and so forth.   
The seventh meeting, November 13, 2014, 401
After I called the students’ name, as soon as I distributed “the student’s work correction” that I had made some days before the meeting. Then, I explained it as much as possible the time was enough for the subject. While I explained the correction, I also offered them to imagine how complex is the language in order to know that language is created by Allah SWT. 
At the end of this meeting I dictated them six questions to know their interest and feeling about the application of IPEM. Then, I promised them to take their answer in written form on Monday, November 17, 2014. Finally, before ended the class at this meeting, I asked the students to perform explaining activity with friendship as the topic. They had to choose their IPE when they were with one of their close friends, then explained the experiences while they were recording themselves or asking someone else to record them. They task had to be done individually at home and submitted on the last meeting.  
November 20, 2014
This day was holiday for the students because of the demonstration on the rise of fuel oil.
The eighth meeting, November 27, 2014, after I called students’ name, I asked the chairman to submit the CD of last task. I continued to explain what I had given to them two weeks ago (students’ work correction). After that, I suggested them about how to learn English well. I gave comment about their respond to the interview on one week before. Then, I asked two questions for interview to be answered in written form directly and submitted on the day. They were given choices whether they wrote their name on their answer sheet or not. But all of them preferred writing their name rather than not writing.
